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During the past 100 years, the Queens Borough Public Library QBPL
has evolved its approach towards service for children. Today, Children's Services
is a top priority for the QBPL. This paper discusses how the library develops pro-
grams that provide literary and learning skills to children through various pro-
grams as well as the library's approach to funding and resourcing of such activi-
ties.
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
