395 groups of commodities and services were caglaimthe index system.

h.The eighth revision was made in January 2003renvtiee year 2001 was used as the base period. The
389 groups of commodities and services were cagdidimthe index system.

i.The ninth revision was made in January 2008 ,reviiee year 2006 was used as the base period. The
424 groups of commodities were contained in thexrsystem.

j-The tenth revision was made in January 2013, evtiee year 2011 was used as the base period. The
370 groups of commodities were contained in thexrgl/stem. Having the figures of Consumer Price
Indices close to people’s impressions of pricestdlation, the following two tables are added:
“Consumer Price Indices by Purchase Frequency”“@mhsumer Price Indices for Households in
Different Disposable Income Groups”.

k.The eleventh revision was made in January 208 itdex currently in effect), where the year 2016
was used as the base period.

The Construction Cost Indices in Taipei were coatpiith the data for 1981 as the original baseogeri
Six revisions have been made for the requiremenindying the base period for all indices. For tfirs
four revisions, the weights were with the use divbBa-area weights and that of northern region wsigh
since fifth revision. And the allocated values oatenials and labor affairs within the construction
projects for the respective base period were usetheaweights. The index is compiled by using the
weighed arithmetic mean of the price values fopeetve base period. Except for the general index,

After increasing the priced commodity
items by sorting weights, the total of 368 itemsenactually included in the index.

d.The sixth revision was made in January 2018ittlex currently in effect), where the year 2016 was
used as the base period. The priced commoditigs itemained the same amount contained in the
index system.
