i.The ninth revision was made in January 2008 ,reviiee year 2006 was used as the base period. The
424 groups of commodities were contained in thexrsystem.

j-The tenth revision was made in January 2013, evtiee year 2011 was used as the base period. The
370 groups of commodities were contained in thexrgl/stem. Having the figures of Consumer Price
Indices close to people’s impressions of pricestdlation, the following two tables are added:

Six revisions have been made for the requiremenindying the base period for all indices. For tfirs
four revisions, the weights were with the use divbBa-area weights and that of northern region wsigh
since fifth revision. And the allocated values oatenials and labor affairs within the construction
projects for the respective base period were usetheaweights. The index is compiled by using the
weighed arithmetic mean of the price values fopeetve base period. Except for the general index,
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indices on construction and civil work projects adeled to facilitate users for relevant researties@

indices are compiled by the allocation values @nnttaterials and labor affairs projects in the hase.

Besides, the prices of materials and labor costsrajorly the wholesale prices and the actual payme

for those working in the construction industry msprely. The surveys are conducted 3 times for a

month. Each month is averagely divides into 3 plrieith 10 days for a period and the surveys are

conducted on the™ 14" and 24 day in each period. The average prices of theiraaare used for

compiling the associated indices.
