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President Tsai Takes an Inspection of Wanda Line Phase Il Construction

President Tsai Ing-wen on August 12, 2019 inspected the progress of MRT Wanda line Phase
Il construction. The government approved Wanda line in its entirety on one occasion to be
development in two phases, and the route will cross through districts in Taipei and New Taipei
City. Comprehensive construction of Phase | is being carried out according to the planned
schedule, and construction is expected to be completed in late 2025. Following the completion
of detailed design for Phase Il in early 2021, the awarding of construction contracts will be
carried out, and construction is expected to be completed in late 2028. After all of Wanda line is
opened to the public for operations, it will not only expand the service scope of the MRT system

but also bring its overall transportation benefits into full play.
