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Reveries on the Strings, Echoes of
the Smging Tone: MIN Huifen's
Lifelong Journey Through
Cross-Generational Classics

To mark the 80th anniversary of the birth of the late erhu virtuoso MIN Huifen, the Taipei Chinese Orchestra (TCO) will

present a concert in its In Memory of the Masters series, Living on the Strings: MIN Huifen, the Erhu Legend.

Conducted by QU Chunquan, who collaborated with MIN over many years, the program revisits classic interpretations of
works closely associated with her. He will be joined on stage by 3 of MIN's most accomplished disciples: CHING Sau-Wing
from Hong Kong, ZHAO Jianhua from Singapore, and CHANG Shu-Jan from Taiwan. All are leading figures in the contem-
porary world of erhu performance. On Saturday, December 27, 2025, at the Zhongshan Hall Grand Auditorium in Taipei, they

will pay tribute to their mentor's artistic legacy by reviving these classic melodies.

The 3 musicians will converse through their bows and strings, bringing to life on stage the bonds of mentorship, affection, and
musical dialogue, symbolizing how MIN Huifen's artistic spirit continues to shine in a new generation concert will also evoke
reflection on heritage and innovation in Chinese Music, encouraging audiences to explore the erhu's cultural depth and expres-

sive range.

The works on the program are closely intertwined with MIN Huifen's musical life, including: Gu Wuxiang, Meng Jinjin (Arr.
QU Chunquan): Delivering the Communal Grain; Traditional Music (Transc. HUANG Haihuai): River of Sorrow; Arr. MIN
Huifen: Yearning; MIN Huifen, QU Chunquan: Sound Poem; ZHANG Xiaofeng, ZHU Xiaogu: Ballad for Erhu The Parting
of the Newlyweds. Some of these pieces were arranged or composed by her; others received their first performance under her
bow or became part of her signature repertoire. Together, they bear witness to her mastery in giving voice to national memory

and human emotion, and form one of the most enduring echoes of her generation.

This concert will not only be a retrospective of MIN Huifen's artistic achievements, but also a tribute that carries her musical
spirit forward. Taking the erhu as her medium, MIN Huifen used erhu vocalization as a lens for reflection, distilling countless
classic interpretations and a legacy that transcends generations. As the music unfolds, audiences will hear the life journey of

a great huqin artist and trace the development of erhu performance over the past half-century.
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
