Taipei Chinese Orchestra (TCO) was established in 1979 as Taiwan's first professional Chinese orchestra.
It was formerly led by general directors CHEN Tun-Chu, David CHEN, WANG Cheng-Ping, CHUNG Yiu-
Kwong, CHENG Li-Pin, CHEN Cheng-Kang ; the incumbent General Director is CHENG Li-Pin.Thanks to the
extraordinary leadership of the former and serving general directors, music directors WANG Cheng-Ping,
SHAO En and Principal Conductor QU Chunquan and CHANG Yu-An, the performing prowess of TCO has
been continually strengthened, making it an internationally-renowned orchestra. With creative crossover
programs that expand the definition of Chinese music, TCO has successfully established its signature
style and artistic direction. TCO's slogan "Let You Hear the World", indicates that TCO not only performs
Chinese music, but also collaborates with musicians worldwide. Meanwhile, TCO has endeavored fo
multi-disciplinary performance, in search of brand new auditory experience for local audience, as well
as developing a new model for Chinese music in Taiwan. Among these attempts, productions from TCO
Theater Series since 2017 are especially ambitious. In recent years, TCO has commissioned a large number
of Taiwanese composers to write original pieces for Chinese orchestra, thus become the orchestra that
commissions and premieres the most works by Taiwanese composers in the world, successfully establishing
its own international brand.

TCO performs for more than 100,000 music lovers annually and holds concerts in various forms. Among
those are Taipei Traditional Arts Festival holding from March to June every year; "As Music As Life", an
educational project of over 20 concerts per year for sixth graders in Taipei City; "Culture in the Back Alley"
series consisting of 36 community concerts of promotional project; tours at schools and halls around
Taiwan, and so on. It also has a huge community comprising of more than 500 members of its seven
affiliated orchestras that rehearse and perform regularly, laying down a solid foundation for the thriving
development of Chinese music.

In terms of international exchange, the TCO has performed at major concert halls around in the world,
making its presence known in more than 20 countries in Europe, North America and Asia, and has been
warmly welcomed by music lovers wherever it performed. Furthermore, TCO has become the first professional
orchestra from Taiwan performing at Carnegie Hall in New York upon its debut there in November, 2018. The
impressive performances during the tfours have earned TCO music lovers around globe.

Since its founding, TCO has recorded over 100 audio publications, repeatedly winning recognition from
the Golden Melody Awards for Traditional Arts and Music, as well as honors for excellent government
publications. Its outstanding performances have garnered attention from the international music
community. Among its achievements, TCO was invited by Sweden's BIS Records to collaborate on
recording and releasing international alboum recordings. Additionally, in cooperation with Muse Music, TCO
releases annual albums themed around Taiwan's local culture and humanities, projecting Taiwan's musical
creative energy onto the international stage and continuing to shine brightly.

Over the past 46 years, coming a long way from humble beginnings, TCO has grown steadily, one step at
a fime, to become a world class orchestra, devoting itself to paving the way to the new era of Chinese
music.
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Living in the fime of rapid changes while striving for diversity, equity and inclusion, a
city’s cultural depth derives from how it would attend to the history, embrace the
present and prescribe the future artistically. Being a city which embodies traditional
virfues and contemporary spirits, Taipei confinues its endeavor to nurturing extraordinary
artworks through a diversity of cultural practices. Taipei Chinese Orchestra (TCO) is
exactly on the apex of artistic groups representing the city while devoting itself as the
keeper of culture legacy and an energizer for infinite fresh ideas.

It's a thrill to announce the programs of TCO's 2025/26 season which will be centered
around The Music of LO Leung-Fai. To showcase the continuous development of Chinese
music in Taiwan, it also involves a wide range of instrumental, vocal and theatrical
presentations with performers from different generations and all around the world. There
will be world premiere of commissioned works as well as concert warhorses which help
bringing the music to a wider audience not just across the city but fo the world stage.

Of particular significance is that, in June 2026, TCO will embark on a journey o perform
at Berliner Philharmoniker, Leipzig Gewandhaus and Musikverein Golden Hall, three of
the most prestigious concert venues in Europe. This event will bring the Sound of Taipei to
the world stage where our profound traditional heritages and vibrant artistic creativities
could be appreciated by a global audience.

The frue power of culture does not relate fo its volume but requires incessant cultivation
and an unbroken heritage. All citizens and music lovers are cordially invited to enter the
concert halls, immerse yourself in TCO's music world, and witness how Taipei generates
a performing arts language unique to the city and proudly declares it to the world.
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Foreword from the General Director
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Centered around The Music of LO Leung-Fai, TCO's 2025/26 season’s programing is
divided into eight series. Starting from the last season which highlighted The Music of
QU Chunqguan, we have been planning the annual series focusing on one particular
Taiwanese composer of Chinese music each year. Besides devoting to perform these
composers' selected works, TCO is also in charge of editing and publishing the music as
well as their biographies. Hopefully, through such efforts, these contemporary Taiwanese
masters’ lives and works would be even better known to the audience. This year's
central figure is the 87-year-old LO Leung-Fai, a living legend of Chinese music whose
works have been in the hearts of all music lovers for over half a century. The highlights of
the series include the premiere of his monumental nine-movement work GUAN Gong
in Taiwan on March 22, 2026, and the designated work for the Pipa category of the
2026 Taipei Chinese Instrumental Competition, commissioned by TCO. This concerto will
receive ifs world premiere in the concert Plucking the Strings of the Cosmos: A Soirée of
Pipa Virtuosi on April 25, 2026.

This season’s program also includes several TCO Stars concerts which feature not
only current TCO members and the laureates of previous Taipei Chinese Instfrumental
Competitions, but former members of TCO's affiliated orchestras who currently work
for orchestras in overseas. This concert series will showcase their virtuosity and stage
charisma. The grand finale of the season will be the European concert tour in June
2026 when TCO is performing at three of the most prestigious concert halls in the world:
Berliner Philharmoniker, Leipzig Gewandhaus and Musikverein Golden Hall. A milestone
for TCO and the Sound of Taipei.

Additionally, there will be several gala concerts in the Virtuoso Series as well as the
Tribute to the Masters Series which pays homage to late Erhu legend MIN Huifen and
grand master PENG Xiuwen respectively. While the popular Briliance Series has always
been among the audience favorites, Exquisite Series is for those discerning audience
who prefers subtlety and fine taste. Rising Star Series is to showcase the talents of
up-and-coming young virtuosi. As the Warmness of TCO Family Series features the
seven dffiiated orchestras of TCO, Iridescence of Traditional Arts Series is devoted to
outsourced programs selected for the annual Taipei Traditional Arts Festival. The above
mentioned eight concert series would gather numerous soloists and performing groups
in a wide variety of styles for all performing arts lovers to enjoy.

CHENG began learning the violin and piano in his childhood, when he also took up the
study of such traditional Chinese musical instruments as the Sheng and Erhu. In 1997, he
graduated from the National Institute of the Arts (today's Taipei National University of the
Arts), majoring in violin. Then, in 2002, he graduated from graduate institute of the Taipei
National University of the Arts with a major in conducting. In the field of conducting, he
has benefited under the tutelage of Henry MAZER, HSU Sung-Jen, and Felix CHEN. In
March 2006, he was invited to participate in Lorin MAAZEL's master class, where he won
the attention and commendation of the maestro.

Having begun his musical career as the Assistant Conductor of the Taipei Symphony
Orchestra from 2003-04, CHENG became Music Director and Principal Conductor of
the Taipei Philharmonic Youth Orchestra from 2004-15. Since 2007, he has tfaught full-
time at the Department of Chinese Music, Chinese Culture University. In 2015-21, he
was seconded to serve as the General Director of the Taipei Chinese Orchestra; and
in 2021, he served as the Acting Director of the Taipei Symphony Orchestra. He is offen
invited as guest conductor in professional Chinese orchestras and symphony orchestras
in Taiwan and China; and he has performed on invitation in such locales as Malaysia,
Hong Kong, Japan, and the United States. In addition fo his live performances, CHENG
has recorded and released a total of 18 audio publications. He won the award for
"Best Interpretation-Conductor' at The 28t Golden Melody Awards for Traditional Arts
and Music in 2017 for his work on the album Sketches of Taiwan; and "Producer of the
Year, Instrumental " at The 29t Golden Melody Awards for Traditional Arts and Music
for Taiwanese Aboriginal Carnival Music Album in 2018. In 2022, CHENG received the
"Outstanding Alumni Award" from Taipei National University of the Arts.

Possessing the skills and experience in conducting both Chinese and Western orchestras,
he is also a fervent supporter of conducting and promoting the works of Taiwanese
composers. During his time as General Director of the Taipei Chinese Orchestra, he led
the orchestra in establishing the "Sound of Taipei'. While highly acclaimed for its artistic
achievements, it was also highly recognizable with other Chinese orchestras in terms
of its musical aesthetics. The TCO's performance at Carnegie Hall in 2018, with CHENG
conducting, was the first appearance of a professional orchestra from Taiwan in the
halll. In September 2024, CHENG was seconded to serve as General Director of the TCO.
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QU Chunquan is a renowned conductor and composer, and a National Class One
Conductor in Mainland China. He is currently the Principal Conductor of the Taoyuan
Chinese Orchestra and Conductor Emeritus of the Taipei Chinese Orchestra.

From January 2013 to December 2021, he served as Principal Conductor of the Taipei
Chinese Orchestra. He has also served as Vice President of the Shanghai Conductor
Association, Principal Conductor of the Shanghai Chinese Orchestra, Deputy Director
and Conductor of the Singapore Chinese Orchestra, Conductor of the National
Chinese Orchestra Taiwan (formerly National Chinese Orchestra), and Resident
Conductor of the Fo Guang Shan Buddhist Chinese Orchestra. He has held adjunct
teaching positions at the National Taiwan University of Arts, National Taiwan Normal
University, and Chinese Culture University.

In 2019, QU was granted permanent residency under the MacKay Project by the
Ministry of the Interior in recognition of 20 years of dedicated service to Taiwan's culture
and education. In 2020, he received the Chinese Music Contribution Award from
the Chinese Music Association of the Republic of China (Taiwan). Collaborating with
Taoyuan Chinese Orchestra, QU won "Best Traditional Music Aloum" at the 32n9 Golden
Melody Awards for Traditional Arts and Music with Jiangnan Sizhu: Classy Chinese
Chamber Music. In 2022, he received the honor of The 26 Taipei Culture Award.

QU has premiered and recorded a number of highly influential works of Chinese
orchestra music, including the Erhu Concertos The Great Wall Capriccio and Parting of
the Newly Wedded, the Pipa Concerto HUA Mulan, Clouds and Waters of River Xiao
and Xiang for Gugin and Chinese Orchestra, and Dabo River Capriccio for Traditional
Orchestra. For more than 20 years, QU has been an active promoter of native works in
Taiwan, and, in his efforts to preserve Taiwanese music, has performed and recorded
several notable works.

QU has received a great number of outstanding awards, performance awards, and
composition awards issued by the People's Republic of China Ministry of Culture,
State Administration of Radio, Film, and Television, and by City of Shanghai. He has
been included in The International Who's Who of Intellectuals, The Famous Figures
of the Contemporary Arts Circles in China, Dictionary of China Contemporary Music
Celebrities, and Dictionary of China Musicians.
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Since winning the Young Conductor Competition of the National Chinese Orchestra
Taiwan in 2014, CHIANG Chen-Hao officially embarked on his conducting career
and has since become one of the most active young conductors in Taiwan. He
has graduated from the Royal Danish Academy of Music (Det Kongelige Danske
Musikkonservatorium), studying under renowned maestros such as Giordano
BELLINCAMPI, Michael SCHZNWANDT, and Johannes SCHLAEFLI.

CHIANG has a deep passion for ensemble arts, and his conducting style is both precise
and detailed, while maintaining a sense of boldness. He possesses highly efficient
rehearsal techniques and artistic charisma. In addition to fraditional Chinese Orchestra
repertoire and classic symphonic works, he is also skiled in contemporary music and
has conducted several world premieres of new compositions. Furthermore, CHIANG
has excelled in opera, musical theatre, and cross-disciplinary productions, earning
widespread acclaim. In addition to his role as conductor of the Taipei Chinese Orchestra,
CHIANG has been invited as a guest conductor for the National Chinese Orchestra
Taiwan, the Hsinchu City Youth Chinese Orchestra, the Shanghai Chinese Orchestra, the
Kaohsiung Chinese Orchestra, and the Macao Chinese Orchestra.

On the international competition front, Chiang has recently reached the semifinals of
the 4th Giancarlo Fachinetti Conducting Competition in Brescia, Italy, and the Ferit
TUzOn Conducting Competition in Turkey, emerging from hundreds of candidates.
He has also been invited to participate in renowned international music festivals
such as Dirigentura in Norway, the Accademia Chigiana in Italy, and the LEAD!
Foundation Fiskars Festfival in Finland, where he received personal guidance from
master conductors like Danielle GATTI and Jukka-Pekka SARASTE. During his time in
Europe, Chiang has conducted several prestigious European orchestras, including the
Copenhagen Philharmonic, Alborg Symphony Orchestra, Arhus Symphony Orchestra,
Odense Symphony Orchestra, Sgnderjylland Symphony Orchestra, Danish Sinfonietta,
Lyngby-Taarboek Symphony Orchestra, Copenhagen Youth Symphony Orchestra,
Stavanger Symphony Orchestra (Norway), Helsingborg Symphony Orchestra (Sweden),
Dedalo Ensemble (Italy), Orchestre Philharmonique Royal de Liege (Belgium), and
Cukurova Devlet Senfoni Orkestrasi (Turkey).

In 2021, CHIANG was honored as an Outstanding Alumni of the 50" Anniversary of the
National Taiwan University of Arts.

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CHEN Hui-Chun currently serves as the concertmaster of TCO. Her music expression
is skillful, heartwarming and modest, and she is committed to explore the traditional
aesthetics of Chinese music while exemplifying the artistic excellence of erhu. CHEN
studied under several erhu masters, such as CHEN Shu-Fen, WU Jung-Tsan and CHEN
Ju-Chi. She had also been tutored extensively by Prof. AN Ruli and Prof. LIN Xinming,
among other prominent erhu masters in China.

CHEN was frequently invited to various art festivals across the world, performing
concertos as the soloist, sefting her foot in dozens of countries. In 2002, in celebrating
the third anniversary of Return to China, Macau Government invited CHEN to play
gaohu concerto The Butterfly Lovers with Shanghai Broadcasting Symphony Orchestra.
In 2000, Musical Timisoara International Festival in Romania invited CHEN fo deliver a
recital. Later that year, she served as the soloist, performing The Great Wall Capriccio
with Symphonic Orchestra of Oradea State Philharmony. She also collaborated
with Evergreen Symphony Orchestra, Taipei Philharmonic Orchestra, Taipei Chanson
Chamber Orchestra, Shanghai Chinese Orchestra, Chinese Orchestra of Jiangsu
Performing Arts Group, Taipei Youth Chinese Orchestra and counting.

CHEN has premiered over 10 new works for erhu by important contemporary
composers all over the world. In 2009, She performed TAN Dun's Shuang Que in the
Chieh Shou Hall of the Presidential Palace in Taipei. Her interpretations of gaohu pieces
A Moon Night at Xunyang and Fisherman's Song, erhu concertos Memories of Jiangnan
and Moon Night, all have been recorded and included in various albums.

CHEN performed several recitals at National Concert Hall and National Recital Hall.
Beside her concert career, she is a devoting teacher at the same time. She instructs at
the Department of Music, NTNU and the Department of Chinese Music, NTUA. Her pupils
won prizes in many nofable music competitions with distinguished performances.
