279, Lane 291, and Lane 307 of Section 1 of Jianguo South Road. 
Attraction (Mainly antique and artifact industry)

Jianguo Jade Market moved under the Jianguo Expressway 
between Jinan Road and Ren'ai Road in February of 1989. The 
market opens on weekends. Antiquaries targeting high-end 
buyers see the charms of the jade market, so they set camp along 
Jianguo South Road. The antique street of Jianguo South Road is 
made of Land 279, Lane 291, and Lane 307 of Jianguo South Road.

Location In the block of Shida Road, the odd number side of Longquan 

Street, the odd number side of Yunhe Street, and Lane 39 of 
Shida Road.

University. It’s full of academic vibes. Residents usually work in 
government, business companies, or schools.
