used for outdoor education
purposes.
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I"Nanjichang" is a name leftover from the Japanese
colonial era, when the Japanese established a military
airport here. Following the restoration, the area was
converted into public housing and a community for
military dependents, and slowly developed into the
Nanjichang Night Market. The market specializes in
popular food at reasonable prices, including oyster
pancakes, cold noodles, dumplings, fried baozi,
and rice tube pudding, which leave a delicious and

Huashan
Market currently has 17 stands for fresh food and 14
for creative products and is arranged in the shape of a
square.

Following renovation, the second floor was designated
as a food court, attracting diners with a variety of cuisines
including mini hot pot, beef noodles, zongzi, pork intestine
in soup of four-herbs, and the time-honored Fuhang Soy
Milk Shop, with over half a century of tradition, making this
area popular among diners.
