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The Qingguang Market in the Zhongshan District
was distinctively famous for the wide varieties of foreign
commodities in the earlier years. However, opening
infernational commerce has diminished the demands,
the area around Qingguang Market from Nongan St. to
Shuangcheng St. has gradually changed to a small but
modernized shopping district, with well-organized shops,
everlasting boutiques, and a food court full of delicacies,
which definitely fulfill one’s taste buds.
