In North America, Varga regularly guest conducts the symphony orchestras
of Houston, St. Louis, Atlanta, Baltimore, Milwaukee, Minnesota, Utah
and Nashville amongst others. In Europe, Varga works regularly with the
major orchestras of Berlin, Leipzig, Frankfurt, Cologne, Budapest, Porto
and Brussels amongst others. In May 2013 Varga was appointed Principal
Conductor of the Taipei Symphony Orchestra, an appointment that comes
at an exciting time for the orchestra as the city of Taipei embarks upon a
journey to build the orchestra its own concert hall, a process in which Varga
will be heavily involved as Consultant.

When the Taipei Symphony Orchestra was founded in 1969, it was only a small
thirty-member organization. Today, it has grown to become a professional
symphony with more than 100 members. Directors over the years have included
Chang-Kuo Teng, Tun-Chu Chen, Felix Chiu-Sen Chen, Chia-Chu Hsu and Wei-
Ming Hwang. In 2012, Huoy-Fen Lin, the Deputy Commissioner of the Department
of Cultural Affairs, became the current acting director. In addition to featuring
the country's top musicians, the TSO has collaborated with several hundred
renowned international conductors and artists such as cellist Yo-Yo Ma, cellist
Mstislav Rostropovich, and conductor Yuri Temirkanov. The TSO's extensive
concert repertoire includes outstanding works by both extraordinary local and
foreign composers alike. The TSO has been under the direction of famous world-
class conductors such as Hungary's Andrés Ligeti, who served as Musical Director,
and German conductor Martin Fischer-Dieskau, who served as the Music Director
Designate, both of whom infused new energy into the orchestra and expanded
its repertoire. The TSO has gained widespread recognition throughout the world
among music critics and music aficionados. In May 2013, the world-renowned
conductor Gilbert Varga was named Principal Conductor of the TSO, taking the
orchestra to new heights.

The TSO has performed operas, ballets, symphonies and film music over the
years. The orchestra's opera productions, including more than 40 classic operas,
have attained critical acclaim and have included some of the greatest operatic
productions ever staged in Taiwan, such as | Pagliacci, La Traviata, Faust, Carmen,
Turandot, and La Bohéme. The TSO performed the debut of Tan Dun's multi-

media opera The Gate. It has also staged large outdoor public performances of
Rigoletto, Madama Butterfly, and Cavalleria Rusticana and La clemenza di Tito.
In October 2011, Verdi's Aida was staged at the Taipei Arena- the first full opera
ever performed at the venue - co-produced by the TSO and Rome Opera, and
featuring world-famous singers in an amazing visual, aural experience.

Beginning in 1979, the Taipei Music Festival has since become a grand tradition
for the TSO, evolving into the premier music event of its kind in Taiwan. Artists
from all over the world have taken part in the festival over the years. Over a dozen
internationally renowned symphonies have been invited to participate in the
festival, including the Pittsburgh Symphony Orchestra, the Oslo Philharmonic
Orchestra, and the St. Petersburgh Philharmonic Orchestra.

The TSO has regularly participated in international musical exchanges ever
since its first invitation to perform overseas in Singapore in 1985. The orchestra
has been invited to perform in Austria, America, Japan, Russia, France, Spain,
Germany, Luxembourg, Singapore, China, and the Philippines. In 2008, the TSO
performed at the grand opening of Beijing's National Center of Performing Arts.
In 2009, the TSO was invited to be part of Germany's Saarbriicken Arts Festival.
The TSO also performed at the World Expo 2010 in Shanghai and the closing
ceremony of the 29th FACP ( Federation for Asian Cultural Promotion) . In
2012, the orchestra was invited to participate in La Folle Journée, performed in
Kanazawa, Toyama and Tokyo, Japan. Having toured more than a dozen nations

and several dozen cities across the globe, these frequent invitations to perform
abroad and the enthusiastic acclaim that the TSO receives are ample proof that
the Taipei Symphony Orchestra is one of the greatest symphony orchestras in all
of Asia.

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Christian Lindberg's achievements for the trombone can only be compared with those of Paganini for
the violin or Liszt for the piano. Having premiéred over 300 works for the trombone (including more
than 30 composed by Christian himself ) , recorded over 70 solo CD's, and having an international
solo competition created in his name in Valencia, Spain. Christian Lindberg is today nothing less than
a living legend.

At an early stage of his career he joined Yo Yo Ma and Gidon Kremer as the BBC Music Magazine's
soloist of the year. In 2000, together with Louis Armstrong and Miles Davis, he was voted by
an international poll the greatest brass players of the 20th Century. He was the first Swedish
instrumentalist ever to be invited to perform as soloist with the Berlin Philharmonic Orchestra and
the Chicago Symphony Orchestra. In 2007 he was artist in residence at the Musikverein in Vienna -
the “stronghold” of traditional classical music. Christian Lindberg has worked with practically every
major orchestra and conductor in the world today. For a trombonist to achieve all this before turning
50 is, to say the least, remarkable.
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What kind of stunning music can echo to those dazzling fireworks? Perhaps,
you might still remember that beautiful night; the night weaved by the
dancing melody and splendid fireworks of the 2013 New Year's Eve. Only the

“Firebird Suite” by Stravinsky has that vibrant harmony that is comparable to
those gorgeous fireworks.

Spanish pianist Joaquin Achucarro's half a century piano career was praised
by Zubin Mehta, the world's renowned conductor, to be comparable to the
works of the legendary pianist- Rubinstein. Though already a national treasure
in Spain, Achucarro is still eager to share his music with the world.

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In 1828, Franz Schubert passed away in Vienna after finishing “Symphony No.
9” (also known as “The Great” ) . Later that same year, Felix Mendelssohn
composed his forth overture “Calm Sea and Prosperous Voyage” . After

meeting Schubert's brother, Ferdinand, Robert Schumann, youngest of the
three composers in this program, was shown some of Schubert's posthumous
works; he immediately decided to revitalize “The Great” and share it with
the rest of the world. On March 21st, 1839, “The Great” premiered in Leipzig
under the baton of Mendelssohn. That night, three of the greatest composers

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Since its new beginning, the collaboration between the Taipei Symphony Orchestra and Principal
Conductor Gilbert Varga has been warmly received by countless fans. The presented repertoire of
each concert program has included music spanning periods from the classical to the modern, as well
as musical works from Europe to America. From these concert performances, music enthusiasts have
been given the experience of a wide range of musical periods and styles. The second half of the 2014
concert season will also be led by Gilbert Varga himself, who with the Taipei Symphony Orchestra, will
bring a fresh and unique approach to the music stage.
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Anna Vinnitskaya was born in 1983 in Novorossiysk, Russia. She has won several international piano
competitions. Among her awards are the first prize at the Queen Elisabeth Competition in Brussels
(2007 ) and the “Leonard Bernstein Award” of the Schleswig-Holstein Musik Festival (2008) .
Since the beginning of the 2009/2010 season she is taking part in the concert series “Junge Wilde”
at the Konzerthaus Dortmund for the duration of three years. This special series, presenting seven
young artists who pursue ambitious careers, attracts great attention nationwide.

Anna Vinnitskaya has been recording three CDs-all three published by the French label Naive.
The first CD featuring works by Rachmaninov, Gubaidulina, Medtner and Prokofiev was published
in 2009. This recording was awarded the “Diapason d'Or Nouveauté” as well as the “Choc du
Mois” by Classica Magazine. Furthermore, it was nominated for a Midem-Classical Award ( category

“Instrumental Solo” ) . In October 2010, this highly successful CD was followed by another: Anna
Vinnitskaya's first orchestral recording as the soloist of the Deutsches Sinfonieorchester Berlin under
the baton of Gilbert Varga. Anna Vinnitskaya received the “ECHO Klassik” award in October 2011
for this recording.

In February 2012 Anna Vinnitskaya's third CD, that is dedicated to piano works of Maurice Ravel, was
published. It was awarded with the “Gramophone Magazine Editor's Choice” and the “Diapason
d'or’ .
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When referring to Richard Strauss' operas, typically what comes to mind are
dense harmonies and obscure plots. Ariadne auf Naxos, on the other hand, is
different stylistically from previous operas. The instrumentation consists of an
orchestra of 36 players, forsaking those massive chorus scenes and building
the entire opera around 17 vocal solos, intermittently positing recitatives and
arias, making it reminiscent of the number operas of the Classical period. The
entire opera is rather laid back and comical at times, similar to Mozart's comic
operas. Moreover, Strauss cleverly uses Italian comical characters, allowing
the opera to sublimely combine elements of early 20th Century theater with
characters from traditional European theater.'Leaving behind the pure operatic
tradition, this work includes a play and incidental music, allowing the audience
to experience the chaos involved in producing an opera performance right up
until the actual performance.

The Taipei Symphony Orchestra Chorus ( TSOC) was formed in April 1993 and celebrates its 20th
anniversary in 2013. The TSOC's main purpose is to promote exquisite musical cultures, improve
people's quality of life, and expand the orchestra's repertoire to make it a more comprehensive
musical organization.

In April 2012, the TSOC was invited by the Macau's Cultural Affairs Bureau to perform Mozart's Mass
in C Minor with well-known Chinese vocalists and under the baton of renowned Chinese conductor
Zhang Yi, who later wrote that performing Mozart's mass was an incredible moving experience for
me, and that it was the greatest chorus he had ever conducted. In June 2012, the TSOC brought the
magic from Macau back to Taiwan for the concert "Die Fledermaus" in Concert Form, during which
selections from Strauss's Die Fledermaus were performed along with Mozart's mass. In December
that year, Canada's Grand Philharmonic Choir artistic director Howard Dyck led the TSOC in an
unforgettable sold-out Christmas concert.

To celebrate its 20th anniversary, the TSOC commissioned Taiwanese composer Chang Yi-hui to
compose “Celebrate” , which the group premiered in June 2013. The piece uses the Bunun ethnic
group's technique style of eight-part harmonic singing, while the text was written by the famous poet
Xiang Yang, offering a novel experience to audiences. The TSOC successfully ended its celebration of
the 20th anniversary with Verdi's Requiem conducted by the well-known conductor Roberto Abbado.

Ms. Chang has received top honors in more than thirty distinguished piano competitions of national
and international stature, including First Prizes in the following: the Joanna Hodges International
Piano Competition, the Music Teachers Association of California State Solo Competition, the Los
Angeles Liszt Competition, the Southern California Junior Bach Festival, and the Chinese Talent
Search.

The Grand Prize was awarded to Ms. Chang in the Music Teachers Association of California Young
Artists Guild, and additional top honors were received in the Los Angeles Music Center Spotlight
Competition, the IBLA International Competition, and the International Young Artists Piano
Competition. Ms. Chang has the distinguished honor of being the first person to have won four gold
medals at the US Open Music Competition.

Li-En Han currently serves as timpanist in the Taipei Symphony Orchestra. He graduated from
National Taiwan University of Arts as a percussion major in 1994, studying with renowned Taiwanese
percussionist Ya-Wen Lien. He started studying with Mr. Sylvio Gualda at France's Conservatoire
National de Région de Versailles in 1996 and graduated the following year. In 1998, he earned
another percussion performance degree from the conservatory. On Sept. 20, 1998 Han was invited to
perform as soloist in the National Symphony Orchestra's performance of Isao Matsushita's Japanese
Drum Concerto. Han has been playing as timpanist in the TSO since 2001.
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Haydn has been called the “Father of the Symphony. ” TSO principal
conductor Gilbert Varga has selected the symphonies of Haydn'to serve as
milestones for his time with the orchestra. Having played Haydn's first and
second symphonies during his first two years with the TSO, this year being his
third year as principal conductor the TSO will perform Haydn's third symphony
- serving as a chronological marker of the maestro's time with,the TSO.

Since Varga accepted the position of principal conductor, the TSO's level of
performance has reached new heights and together they have made many new
achievements. Now embarking upon his third year with the TSO, Varga has
invited talented American cellist Alisa Weilerstein to perform in this concert. In
2006, she'was awarded the Leonard Bernstein Prize at the Schleswig-Holstein
Music Festival, and in 2011 she received a MacArthur Foundation “genits
grant.”
