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A Review of the Facilities of the Butterfly Aviary at Taipei Zoo

The butterfly aviary at Taipei Zoo was opened on Oct. 31 1986. It is a green-house building
which is 3000m? in gross area and from 13.8m to 18m in height. The roof slopes from two lateral
sides down to the middle and forms a “V” shape in the front. Because it is the first live
butterfly exhibition building in subtropical areas, the practicability and suitability of the aviary
is worth exploring. In this article, the difficulty we have encountered in process of operation is
discussed from different aspects such as the structure of the building, temperature, humidity,
light and ventilation. Our improvement arrangements and the results are also described.
