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Taipei City Chinese Language Scholarship 

2024 Application Announcement 
Department of Education, Taipei City Government 

The Taipei City Scholarship for Foreign Learners of Chinese was established by the Taipei 
City Government to promote city-to-city diplomacy, foster internationalization in Taipei City, 
and incentivize individuals of foreign nationalities to study Chinese in Taipei under the 
principles of equality and reciprocity. 

Ten scholarships are awarded each year. Applicants must be citizens of Taipei City’s 
sister cities, partner cities, and friendly cities who wish to study Chinese and who have not 
received any other scholarships in Taiwan. 

Each scholarship recipient will receive a monthly allowance of NT$25,000 for 6 
consecutive months during the award period from September 2024 to February 2025 and must 
comply with the Directions Governing Taipei City’s Scholarships for Foreign Learners of 
Chinese. Additionally, recipients are required to participate in 24 hours of cultural exchange 
activities held at Taipei schools and arranged by the Taipei City Department of Education. 

Applications will be reviewed by a committee established by the Taipei City Department of 
Education. Applicants must submit their completed application forms, a recommendation letter 
from their city mayor, and other relevant documents to the Taipei City Department of 
Education by Tuesday, April 30, 2024. 

The required paper and digital documents must be received by Tuesday, April 30, 2024.

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Part A: Directions Governing Taipei City Scholarships for Foreign Learners of 
Chinese  
 
1. The Directions Governing Taipei City Scholarships for Foreign Learners of Chinese 

(hereafter “the Directions”) are hereby established by the Taipei City Government to 
promote city-to-city diplomacy, foster internationalization in Taipei City (hereafter “Taipei”), 
and incentivize individuals of foreign nationalities to study Chinese in Taipei under the 
principles of equality and reciprocity. 

2. Individuals of foreign nationalities applying for the scholarship must comply with the 
Regulations Regarding International Students Undertaking Studies in Taiwan, other 
relevant regulations established by the Ministry of Education, and the provisions specified 
in the Directions. 

3. In the Directions, the term “individuals of foreign nationalities” refers to individuals who 
are not R.O.C. citizens and who are not individuals of Taiwanese origin living overseas. 

4. The scholarship shall be funded by the Taipei City Government and related civic groups, 
foundations, and businesses. The number of scholarships awarded each year shall be 
determined by the available funding in that year. In principle, 10 scholarships shall be 
awarded each year. 

5. Scholarship recipients shall receive a monthly allowance of NT$25,000 for 6 months. Each 
recipient may only receive the scholarship once. 

6. To be eligible for the scholarship, applicants must meet one of the following two criteria: 

(1) Be a citizen of or student in a sister city of Taipei who wishes to study Chinese and who 
has not received any other scholarship in Taiwan. 

(2) Be a citizen of or student in a sister city of Taipei who is already studying Chinese at a 
university-affiliated Chinese language center in Taipei and who has not received any 
other scholarship in Taiwan. 

7. Applicants must obtain a letter of recommendation from the mayor of the city from which 
they are applying. If multiple applicants from the same sister city are being recommended, 
they should be prioritized according to their qualifications. 

8. The scholarship application procedure is as follows: 

(1) Applications should be submitted to the Chinese language center of a university in 
Taipei. The Taipei City Government and the Chinese language center shall make 
available information relating to the relevant regulations prior to accepting 
applications. 

(2) Applications shall be reviewed by a committee established by the Taipei City 
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Department of Education. 
(3) The Chinese language center shall submit an invoice to the organization offering the 

scholarship (i.e., the Taipei City Government or related civic group, foundation, or 
business). The organization shall provide the scholarship. At the end of the funding 
period, the Chinese language center shall submit a list of the scholarship recipients 
along with their signatures acknowledging their receipt of the scholarship to the 
organization that provided the scholarship and return any unused funds. 

(4) The Chinese language center shall assist scholarship recipients in applying for student 
insurance. 

(5) The number of scholarship recipients per country shall be limited to ensure the fair 
distribution of scholarships among different countries. 

9. Suspension of payments: 

(1) Recipients who miss more than 10 hours of class in a single month or who have an 
overall grade of below 80% shall not be eligible to receive the current month’s 
allowance or an allowance for the following semester. 

(2) If a payment to a recipient is suspended due to the circumstances described in the 
preceding paragraph or because a recipient violates school regulations, the relevant 
Chinese language center should submit a letter to the organization that has offered the 
scholarship upon or following the suspension. A notification should also be sent to the 
Taipei City Department of Education. 

10. Recipients must attend at least 10 hours of class per week and must be enrolled in group 
classes. Recipients who are enrolled in one-on-one private lessons are responsible for any 
additional costs and must remain in school during the scholarship period. 

11. After a scholarship has been approved, receipt of the scholarship may not be delayed or 
postponed. The recipient must agree to any arrangements made by the organization offering 
the scholarship.

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Part E: FAQ for Taipei City Chinese Language Scholarship 

Q1: Who is eligible to apply for the 2023 Taipei City Chinese Language Scholarship? 
A: (1) Citizens of or students in sister cities, partner cities, or friendly cities of Taipei who wish 

to study Chinese and who have not received any other scholarships in Taiwan. 
(2) Citizens of or students in sister cities, partner cities, or friendly cities of Taipei who are 

already studying Chinese at a university-affiliated Chinese language center in Taipei and 
who have not received any other scholarships in Taiwan. 

 
Q2: Does the letter of recommendation from the city mayor have to be in a specific format? 
A: The letter of recommendation from the city mayor must be printed on an A4 sheet with the 

city’s official letterhead and include the mayor’s signature. 
 
Q3: How many scholarships are given each year? 
A: Ten scholarships are awarded each year. 
 
Q4: What does the scholarship really provide for each recipient? 
A: Each recipient of the scholarship will receive a monthly living allowance of NT$25,000 

(approximately US$820) for 6 consecutive months during the award period. Recipients are 
responsible for all expenses during their stay in Taipei. The Taipei City Government will not 
pay tuition, accommodation, flights, health insurance, or any other expenses. 

 
Q5: After being awarded the scholarship, to which language school should the recipient 

apply? 
A: The recipient should apply to one of the three university-affiliated Chinese language centers 

that have agreed to participate in the scholarship program. These language centers are listed 
in Part B. 

 
Q6: How and when shall the recipient receive scholarship payments during their stay in 

Taipei? 
A: (1) Recipients shall receive a monthly living allowance of NT$25,000 (approximately US$820) 

for 6 consecutive months during the award period. 
(2) Payments will be made to each recipient by the language center at which they are enrolled. 

Each language center will receive scholarship funds from Taipei City Department of 
Education. 

(3) Recipients must be registered with one of the three university-affiliated Chinese language 
centers collaborating with the scholarship program to receive scholarship payments. 

(4) Each recipient’s attendance and grades must meet certain minimum standards each 
month. Recipients will receive the first month’s stipend in the middle of the subsequent 
month. The language center requires time to verify that the recipient’s monthly grades 
and attendance meet the minimum standards before they process the money transfer. 
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Q7: How much money should recipients bring to Taipei? 
A: We suggest recipients bring at least US$2,500 (approximately NT$76,300) to cover their 

expenses during the initial two months after arrival. These expenses include registration and 
tuition, accommodation, and daily living costs. The first stipend payment will be made at 
the end of the second month.
