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Preface

The objective of the family income and expenditure survey is to gather basic data on
household income and spending, to use as an indicator to gain further insight into
the realistic state of household income versus expenditure at all income levels and as
a premise by which to improve quality of living, enhance social welfare and devise a
comprehensive microeconomic and social development program. Since the
information provided by the family income and expenditure survey is inseparably
tied to the accounting of gross national product and the consumer price index, the
survey is vital for correctly assessing private economic activities.

The family income and expenditure survey is a part of the vital statistical polling,
prescribed by the administration, in support of the Executive Yuan ordinance to
step-up the monitoring of private economic activities, to measure standard of living
and to support the administration’s objective of an even wealth distribution, since
Taipei’s reclassification under direct central rule. The family income and
expenditure survey accounting, which began in 1969, tabulates statistics on a
monthly and yearly basis and sorts and analyzes the data into a household spending
survey report. Limited funding and manpower has curtailed the number of
households sampled that have had a substantial increase to the same base. In 1971, a
family income and expenditure survey was added, in Taipei, to ensure a dependable
demographic of the municipal population was being analyzed. The sample size was
only 1,230 households at the beginning and gradually increased to 2,000 households
within 12 administrative districts in 2022 according to the increase of population
size. This also ensures the accuracy of the family income and expenditure survey.
The family income and expenditure can be conducted in two methods: yearly field
survey and monthly tally survey. The associated reports on survey results are issued
for the reference of the public every year.

The annual Taipei family income and expenditure are estimated by the 2,000 sample
households. Based on the estimate results, this report analyzes the mean
income/expenditure per household, individual income sources and consumption
mode. Marginal errors on sampling deviation have been taken into account via
statistical normalization to ensure an overall accuracy of survey conclusions.

The symbols used in this periodical are described as follows:

“—” means figures are zero or not available.

“--” means figures are meaningless.

“...” means figures not yet published.

“0” means figures less than a half unit.

To expand the application of the survey findings, an English version has been
published, since 1975, to support foreign study and research. Despite repeated
auditing, the contents may still contain errors and we welcome your candid input to
help us perfect the reporting.
