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Abstract

In response to the severe impact of 12-year-long compulsory education, a group
of English teachers in vocational senior high school introduce the cooperative model
of teachers ' professional growth community, and developed diverse English-language
teaching activities. Besides various activities, we also explore accommodate multiple
adaptive assessment methods in order to achieve the purposes of this study:

1. Design a wide range of English-language teaching activities.

2. Apply diverse assessment methods in English.

3. Share on-the-scene teachers ' reflections and experiences in professional
growth community.

Except for the discussion of high vocational English teaching status, English
teaching related theories and the multiple assessments is also explored. All is to focus
on the central education concepts, students-centered, including Teaching by teachers
and Learning by students. By the way of brainstorming from the five teachers, we
manage different topics and process carefully, practice them in separate classes, and
construct friendly learning environment for students learning from each other. What
we have done has been truthfully recorded in this research. It includes: Improvement
from the self-made English picture books, Headlines from English news, Different
views of learning English, Application of English play in the reading teaching, and
Building confidence through English drama dubbing, the five units. Not only do they
inspire students " interest in learning, but also build their self-confidence through
presentation.

The reflections and suggestions of the five teachers are especially precious and
can be deeply examined the three aspects: teaching activities, multiple assessments,
and teachers’ professional community.

All in all, this study explores the possibility of diverse teaching activities and
assessment in English teaching in vocational senior high. Not only students but
teachers as well can benefit a lot. The results of the study can be used as an important
reference for future teachers who are interested in teaching English. We wait for more
fighters to continue our efforts.
